Bus Stop Request at the Retreat: Mr. Birkeness briefed the boards about the request.

District 1: Director Wilson motioned to approve the bus stop request. Upon second by
Director Waterman, a vote was taken, and the motion carried unanimously.

Resident Activity Request for use of the Retreat: Mr. Birkeness briefed the boards
about the resident request for hosting educational seminars about Alzheimer’s. Many
questions were raised that could not be answered without the applicant. Director
Waterman stated he will draft his questions for distribution to the boards. The
applicant will be asked to attend a future meeting to respond to the questions raised.

Consideration of Retreat Contract Wedding Rate Increase: Mr. Birkeness present the
current rates for weddings hosted at the Retreat are $3,500 for residents and $7,500
for non-residents. The proposed increases are $4000 for residents and $10,000 for
non-residents.

District 1: Director Walker motioned to approve the rate increases. Upon second by
Director McGraw, a vote was taken, and the motion carried unanimously.

Community Engagement Committee Update: Director Reese presented the latest
workings of the committee.

- Overview of informal Director Mentoring- Director Reese presented a
proposal outline for suggested mentoring of current Directors and prospective
residents interested in serving on the boards.

- Solterra-Connect Update and Dropbox update: Director Plumhoff presented
the status of both topics. Extensive discussion occurred. A visual presentation
was provided for the website upgrade.

Engineering Report: Director Larson presented the under drain repair in filing 16 on
Washburn Circle is complete. The pond B2 water rights agreement is currently in the
courts process. And Brookfield is working on the acceptance process for Yale,
McIntyre and Filing 17. Director Larson removed the consideration of concrete
installations at Orchard Park topic for the boards.

John Babcook expressed to the boards the community looks in great shape, and he
appreciates their efforts for the community.
